Mill Common Restoration Project Update - December 2024

Monmouthshire County Councilis
delighted to share the results of the recent
public consultation for the Mill Common
Project and give a quick update on the
project. The project, supported by The
Woodland Investment Grant (TWIG) and the
National Heritage Lottery Fund, aims to
rejuvenate Mill Common, a cherished
woodland in the heart of Magor and Undy,
enhancing its ecological health,
accessibility, and community value.

To ensure the project aligns with the needs
and expectations of the local community,
we conducted a public consultation in
October through an online survey and an in-
person session at Undy Memorial Hall. We
aimed to understand how people use Mill
Common, their concerns about its current
state, and whether there was support for
the proposed restoration efforts.

We’d like to thank everyone who took time
to attend our in-person meeting and
contributed online, all your feedback will be
considered throughout the project and
ensure we’re able to make the project a
success.

Consultation Results:

Over two-thirds of respondents strongly
supported the project proposals (Figure 1),
and it was great to see so much interest in
Mill Common.

There was clearly a strong desire to see Mill
Common restored to a better condition,
particularly the need for better paths and
maintenance in muddy and overgrown
areas. Resurfacing pathways and steps are
a big part of the project as we will ensure
they are accessible and safe for all users,
including those with mobility issues.

Ongoing maintenance was a concern that
was raised during the consultation process,
there is funding beyond the life of this
project to carry out maintenance to ensure
the pathways aren’t allowed to deteriorate
as they have in the past.

We were pleased so many of you are
supportive of the plans to address ash
diebackin the woods, it’s likely to cause
some disruption while felling is undertaken.
However, it’s vital for the long-term safety,
health of the woodland and provides an

opportunity for us to increase tree diversity
and protect the veteran trees.

We will ensure that disruption to residents
and to existing wildlife is minimised as
much as possible during the tree work, our
focus is to enhance the natural beauty of
Mill Common while preserving and
improving habitats for local wildlife.

Many respondents highlighted the
importance of allowing dogs to roam off-
lead, we will not be changing dog
restrictions on Mill Common.

There was strong interest in community
volunteering opportunities, and we will be
developing a range of volunteering
opportunities and training in green skills,
woodland management, and habitat
improvement to engage the community in
the restoration efforts over the next 18
months.
